Proceedings:
1. Meeting started with recitation from Holy Quran by Mr. M. Abdullah Essa.
2. Minutes of last meeting held on January 27, 2011 were read out, discussed and confirmed.

3. Monthly account statement for January 2011 was discussed at length and finally approved.
3.1 Arrears outstanding against Mr. Sohail Malik and Mr. Akhtar Lakhani discussed. Secretary General was desired to pursue them from early settlement.
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4. No application for new membership was reported to have been received.
5. Activities reports from various subcommittee chairmen and CEO/FITE were presented and discussed: 
5.1 Mr. Shahid Ismail, Subcommittee chairman for Law & Order informed the House that DIG Police Mr. Sultan Ali Khawaja has consented to visit Association on February 23, 2011. A detailed discussion about arrangements was held and a befitting luncheon reception was finally decided to be arranged in his honour; for which the House provisionally sanctioned an expense upto the extent of Rs. 50,000/-.

Chairman Muhammad Irfan then handed over such cheques in thunder applause. Capt. Asim expressed his profound gratitude for such a valuable contribution in response to his request and assured all possible cooperation and support of Police authorities in matters of law & order in this area.

5.2 Attention of Secretary was drawn on improper and ineffective sound system installed in the meeting hall. He was desired to get it replaced with something much better or even the best one. He was advised to check the system at Karachi Chamber and approval is granted for replacement.
5.3 Mr. Khursheed Ahmad, Subcommittee chairman for Diplomatic affairs desired Secretary to pursue the pending invitation to diplomats.
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5.4 Mr. Aqeel Muhammad Zawar, Subcommittee chairman for Sports & Culture was desired to organize a friendly cricket match with North Karachi Association of Trade & Industry.
5.5 Fund raising through naming of newly constructed roads in the area after the donors’ names discussed. A committee was formed in this connection comprising of Mr. Rehan Zeeshan, Mr. Haroon Shamsi, Mr. Shahid Ismail, Mr. Abbas Mooraj, Mr. M. Farooque Bakaly, Haji Muhammad Khalid, Mr. Jawed Suleman and Mr. Salman F. Nathani.
