Proceedings:
1. Meeting started with recitation from Holy Quran by Mr. Muzzammil Hussain.
2. Minutes of last meeting held on April 23, 2011 were read out, discussed and confirmed.

3. Monthly account statement for April 2011 was discussed at length and finally approved.
4. Secretary General informed that no application for new membership is received.
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5. Activities reports from various subcommittee chairmen were present and discussed:
5.1 Mr. Muzzammil Hussain briefed about his participation as Association’s representative in a workshop on National Climate Change Policy on May 12, 2011.

He said that Government of Pakistan in collaboration with One-UN Joint program on environment has prepared the above policy after a number of interactions with all stakeholders. The Ministry of Environment, Government of Pakistan has thus initiated a final round of consultation with provincial governments and other stakeholders in order to procure their input for the above policy.

He said that participation in this workshop was of great importance, because our comments and suggestions could make this policy document reliable and useful. Further, it will prove beneficial in legislation. However, he was complaining that very short notice of only one day was given by the organizers while the subject was tricky enough requiring detailed discussion and exchange of thoughts. He was of the opinion that such workshops should be organized quite frequently and maximum participation from industry side is ensured.
Mr. Muzzammil, however, actively participated in the workshop and contributed considerably; whereafter he developed a paper on the subject which was later on submitted to Director General, Environment Protection Agency.
He informed that the testing laboratory at SMA Rizvi Textile Institute has started functioning and is readily available to serve industry.

5.2 Agha Shahab Ahmad Khan, Subcommittee chairman for Import & Export spoke about the increasing influence of agencies in industry and its after-effects.

5.3 Haji M. Khalid, Subcommittee chairman for Building Project, briefed about his planning on the plot for letting it out to generate funds for the Association. He was allowed to hire services of an architect and get it done by next meeting.
5.4 Mr. Aqeel Muhammad Zawar, Subcommittee chairman for Sports & Culture informed about his inviting North Karachi Association of Trade & Industry for a friendly cricket match and renowned scholar and poet Dr. Fatima Hasan for a literary sitting. Dr. Fatima Hasan, he said, is also known as director SESSI, and she has so kindly consented to participate.
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Chairman opined that since he is chairman of Union Cooperative Club as well, he can manage a concessional dinner at the club and the poetry may be enjoyed in a congenial atmosphere. He may add singers as well, he offered.
The proposal of the chairman was appreciated and approved by the House.

5.5 Mr. Khursheed Ahmed, Subcommittee chairman for Diplomatic affairs, pointed out the dangerous cut on the main Shah Waliullah Road near CNG Station and desired its taking up with concerned authorities. Secretary General was desired to take up this matter with DIG/SSP of Traffic Police.
5.6 Vice Chairman Mr. Muhammad Haroon Shamsi informed about his getting the back gate fabricated and said that its fixing will cost to Rs. 48,000/- to 50,000/-. He enumerated its details and the House finally accorded approval.

5.7 Mr. Masroor Ahmad Alvi, meanwhile, received a call and informed the House about sad demise of Mr. Rizwan Niazi. On the request of Chairman, Mr. Muzzammil offered Fatiha for the departed soul.

5.8 Mr. Khurram Saeed Khan drew attention of the House towards the fast approaching annual function and publication of annual report.

A committee was thus formed to organize the event as well as manage timely publication of annual report. Vice Chairman Mr. Muhammad Haroon Shamsi will head the committee while Mr. Khurram Saeed Khan, Salman F. Nathani and Aqeel Muhammad Zawar will include as its members.
6. In any other matter –

6.1 Arm license issue discussed in the light of three applications received from member concerns. Secretary General was desired to approach Home Secretary, for appointment of a meeting with the delegation of the Association to represent the case.

6.2 Generator maintenance contract offered by Jahangir & Co., discussed. Mr. M. Farooque Bakaly and Mr. Kamran Chandna were of the opinion that the charges are on high side. Matter thus referred to Mr. Bakaly to finalize.

6.3 The request for increase in website maintenance contract with KarachiPlus Technologies discussed and an increase upto Rs. 500/- per month approved.
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6.4 Fixation of a steel exhaust fan in KESC Complaint Centre allowed.

6.5 Application of Office attendant Waseem Khan for financial assistance to settle overdue rental arrears of his residence considered. Agha Shahab Ahmad Khan was kind enough in favouring him with the required assistance from his own pocket.

6.6 Loan application of Computer Operator Imran Ahmed Khan considered. He was sanctioned Rs. 10,000/- instead of Rs. 15,000/-, repayable in monthly installment of Rs.1,000/- right from the next salary.

6.7 Proposal for issuance of ID Cards to members considered. The idea approved but the charges seemed to be on high side. Further offers desired to be invited.

6.8 Resolved that a current account of this Association be and is hereby opened and maintained at MCB Bank Ltd., North Karachi Industrial Area branch as usual.
There being no other matter to discuss and decide, the meeting then adjourned with vote of thanks to and from the Chair.
