Proceedings:
1. Meeting started with recitation from Holy Quran by Mr. Akhtar Lakhani.
1.1 The House was informed about the sad demises of the father of Mr. Jawed Suleman, younger sister of Mr. Aqeel Muhammad Zawar and elder sister of Mr. Muhammad Ali. Fateha offered by Mr. Akhtar Lakhani for salvation of the departed souls.

2. Minutes of last meeting held on May 28, 2011 were read out, discussed and confirmed.

2.1 Mr. Shahid Ismail pointed out that he was on a business trip abroad and conveyed his regret for his inability to attend the meeting, but that was not recorded in the minutes.
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Secretary regretted for that mistake and assured to take care in future.

3. Monthly account statement for May 2011 was discussed at length and finally approved.
4. Secretary General informed that no application for new membership is received.
5. Activities reports from various subcommittee chairmen and CEO/FITE were presented and discussed:
5.1 CEO/FITE Mr. Rehan Zeeshan briefed about his company affairs. He said that on completion of development works, we have become responsible for its regular maintenance and proper upkeep. Repairing and restoration expenses are not borne by the Company, but being charged from the concerned factory owners. As such 10 to 20% recovery is made from factory owners while there is no recovery at all from Government agencies and utility services departments.

Theft of manhole covers is another bottleneck. To resolve it, covers without iron bars were experienced which proved successful.

No electric repairs could take place, he said, because of the strike of KESC employees, as he is getting it done from those deputed at Association’s Complaint Centre.

Regarding security arrangements, he said that a police check post at Kali Tippi has since been established and is properly functioning; for which the Company has carried out their construction works. It has helped to combat crime to a greater extent. To control exits and entrances of the area, it will be decided in next meeting of Company’s board. As regard contribution from factory owners for installation of security cameras and other arrangements, he opined that it is difficult and impracticable.

He informed that the CD for development activities prepared by Ministry of Industries has since been received; for which we had also contributed to the tune of 3 lacs of rupees.

Mr. Rehan, while reviewing progress, informed that the Company has earned some 3.5 crores of rupees as profit on its deposits @ 13% in Islamic banking. Four audits have since been completed. As compared to Korangi Company incurring some 2 lacs of rupees per months on its administrative expenses, we incurred such an amount in a full year time.
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The House lauded his efforts in thunder applause.

5.2 Sub-committee chairman for Law & Order Mr. Shahid Ismail briefed about the visits of DIG and CCPO as well as establishment of Kali Tippi Police Check Post; which is functioning quite successfully and crimes in the area have been controlled to a greater extent. He expressed his hope that soon it will turn into a full fledged police station. He informed he was trying to get the wireless system installed therein.
5.3 Mr. Aqeel Muhammad Zawar, Sub-committee chairman for Sports & Culture informed that the date for cricket match with North Karachi Association will soon be finalized. As regards invitation to Dr. Fatima Hasan, he suggested that she could be invited at dinner to be arranged at Union Club, of which our chairman is also the chairman, and can favour us with maximum concessions and discounts. It was thus desired to get the cost estimates finalized and approved in the next meeting.
5.4 Mr. Khursheed Ahmad, Subcommittee chairman for Diplomatic Affairs desired issuance of reminders to pending invitations.

6. In any other matter –

6.1 The matter of stuck up arrears of electricity charges amounting to Rs. 211,992/- against the tenant M/s Al-Hadi Industries (Pvt) Ltd., upto 31st December 2010 was discussed at length.

Keeping their past financial supports to Association and present business circumstance, their request for its waiver was granted.

6.2 Regarding fund-raising through naming of the roads, Mr. Rehan was desired to prepare some workable plan and present in next meeting.
6.3 It was proposed that for fund-raising purposes, the electric poles in the areas may also be rented out for fixing publicity neon signs of the big national and multinational companies like Telenor, Textile industries, etc.
6.4 On a question from Mr. Shahid Ismail, it was informed by Secretary General that election schedule will be presented to discuss and decide in next meeting.
There being no other matter to discuss and decide, the meeting then adjourned with vote of thanks to and from the Chair.
