1. Meeting started with recitation of verses from Holy Quran by Mr. M. Akhtar Lakhani.

2. Confirmation of minutes

Minutes of last meeting held on October 12, 2011 were read out, discussed and confirmed.
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3. Approval of monthly account
Monthly account statement for October 2011 was discussed in detail and finally approved.
4. Approval of Annual Budget
Annual Budget for the year 2011-12 was presented, discussed and approved with following suggestions from the participants with regard to increase sources of income:
· To stress upon membership development by launching special drive.
· To find out others means of generating funds.

5. Activities reports
Activities reports of various subcommittees were presented by their respective chairmen:
· Mr. Muhammad Irfan about SESSI, EOBI & KW&SB matters. Chairman added developments with regard to water supply position and increased water rates disputes.

· Mr. M. Idrees Gigi about Law & Order; and

· Agha Shahab Ahmad Khan about bilateral trading with India.

6. Increase in Annual Subscription
The proposal for increase in Annual Subscription from Rs. 5,000/- to 7,000/- was discussed at length and finally decided by majority of votes. Supporting participants were convinced that due to current inflation, it has become much difficult to run the Association smoothly. They opined that expenses are increasing day by day while so many services to members are added which cost considerably. It’s why the proposed increase in subscription rate is unavoidable and has become need of the hour.
7. Increase in invalidity period for re-election
This proposal was deferred to next meeting.
8. Masjid-e-Suleman Ibrahim

It was unanimously decided to join hands with other associations in filing a collective petition in the court of law to seek remedy and following resolution was thus adopted:
Resolved that Mr. Masroor Ahmad Alvi, son of Israr Ahmad Alvi, CNIC # 42000-0434224-7, being the Chairman of Federal B. Area Association of Trade & Industry, Karachi, is hereby authorized to act on behalf of this Association to file appeals/petitions/suits in any court of competent jurisdiction in Pakistan to challenge increase in water and sewerage tariff rate and to engage counsel, give evidence, sign the Vakalatnama/Power of Attorney, pleadings, applications, affidavits, appeals, petitions or any other document and/or do all that may be necessary/incidental for 
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filing and conducting the said appeal or petition or suit and/or cross-suit(s) and interlocutory and miscellaneous applications in respect thereof.

Resolved further that a certified true copy of this resolution is provided when and where it is necessary.
